• Creation of a high quality tourism offer, competitive with the 
international request for ecotourism, in a protected area, 
conserving the natural resources and involving local
entrepreneurs in the process.

•Initial phase 2004-2006 100% regional funding (100.000 
Euro) and contributions of the local administrations
•Following 5 years every year 100.000 regional funds for 
the realization of the projects



Instruments

• Eurpean Charter for Sustainable Tourism 
in Protected Areas

• Local participation forums concentrated
on different sectors and projects (f.ex. 
Mobility, env.certification, local products, 
training)



Instruments

• Strong concentration on tourism: working groups for 
itineraries, integration of local products in the tourism 
offer and training for hotel owners and employees on the 
environmental characteristics of the natural area

• Harmonisation with already existing quality certifications
(Qualità Parco and ISO 14001) and the European 
Ecolabel for Tourist Accommodation and Camp sites
through workshops and on site visits



Mobility: creation of itineraries for biking and trekk ing, with access to 
public transportation



Results

• Cooperation between different interest
groups and identification with the 
protected area has enormously increased

• Major entries in sponsoring since the 
initiatives started

• Increase of funding for staff

• Many of the precisely defined projects and 
actions emerging from the local
participation process have already
obtained financing by the provincial and 
regional authorities. 

• Wide media presence

• Already one camp site ready for 
certification with the EU-Ecolabel, 5 hotels
are in the process
